URBAN: 

The original variables is specified in three categories urban / rural and prince Edwards

AGE

The original variable age captures the respondent's age in 7 interval categories, and is recoded as the middle point

FAMSTAT

The variable famstat does not take the value 4 and 5. Because as the variable age is provided by intervals. The first interval is from 15-24 that means that the middle pint is 19, and the condition for the value 4 and 5 are those younger than 18. ( double check with j in case that we can make any specific assumption or imputation)( disccuss) 

EMPSTAT: 
With the information available we cannot distinguish if some is working part time/ full time or a few hours. Because of that reason those that are include in the category  1 without knowing how many hours are working. Which means that the variable EMPSTAT and EMP are the same 
WORKHRS: 
This variable is recoded as the original one that is defined as: numbers of hours worked in all jobs in a week.
I suggest eliminating this variable, as it doesn’t make any sense in relation with the information available in the employment variables – ERROR IN THE ORIGINAL DATA- WRITE TO THE CANADIAN. –(discuss)

We use the original variable defined as personal income before taxes but it does not specify the origin the income 

he original variable, that’s why we are to consider the middle point and we are going to divided by 12 as it is yearly income – because of this reason this variable should be consider carefully.)
