· CHILD

Child presence variable in the diary reflected presence of a household child aged younger than 25 years old. For households where all children in the household are aged<18, this variable has the same meaning as other files. Where all children of other household members are aged 18-24, we coded this who else was present time into OAD and not into CHILD. In households where there are children aged <18 and aged 18-24, a 1 value for this variable may not have the same meaning as other MTUS files.
· CITIZEN

The survey only asked if the household reference person is a French citizen from birth, a naturalised French citizen, or not a citizen, and if the reference person is in a couple, with spouse or partner of the reference person is a French citizen from birth, a naturalised French citizen, or not a citizen. We assume that if the reference person is a citizen from birth that their parents and siblings also are citizens. We assume that if the reference person is a single parent or both parents in a couple that includes the reference person are citizens, that their children also are citizens. We assume that if the single parent reference person or both partners in a couple that includes the reference person are not citizens, that their children, parents and siblings also are not citizens. This variable is coded as -7 for all other cases as it is not possible to make further reasonable assumptions. The original data also include two variables PAY16 and PAY16C which note whether the reference person land spouse/partner of the reference person lived in France or another country at the age of 16. We did not use these variables to make the citizenship variable in the MTUS.

· OCOMBWT
The original survey weights account for households, all members of households, and the diarists, including the spouse where relevant. We use this latter weight (pondkc) for the diaries, but analysis of the questionnaire elements not included in the MTUS would require use of the pondn (household weight) or the pondk (all household member weight).
· OWNHOME
The home ownership variable includes a category for living in a family home but not being charged rent. As the wider family can afford to provide this accommodation without payment, we assume this is more likely to be owned rather than rented accommodation. Adding these cases to the own the home category also creates a more consistent cross-time picture in the French time use data. These cases represent <3 of diarists.
· PROPWT
Since the original weight is not available, the proposed weight, propwt, is created by using the population (taken from the National Institute of Statistics and Economic Studies in France, http://www.insee.fr/en/themes/detail.asp?reg_id=0&ref_id=bilan-demo&page=donnees-detaillees/bilan-demo/pop_age3.htm).
· RUSHED
The survey asked the question how often do you feel too tired to do anything rather than rushed, and asked this question of only diarists.
· VEHICLE
The data do indicate ownership of horses or ponies, but all households which own a horse or pony also have other vehicles – there are no horse households with only animal transport.
· WHERBORN
The data do not directly ask the question of where the diarist was born. What the survey did ask is if the reference person (and the spouse of the reference person, if relevant) is a French national by birth, French by naturalisation, or not a French citizen. There is another variable asking where people were living at the age of 16, in France, abroad, or elsewhere. We use the categories “French by naturalisation”, “other citizen”, as well as living abroad at the age of 16 as a proxies for born elsewhere. 
The time use data came in two separate data sets and was arranged differently in each. Some differences in coding were also apparent. The ‘Acti’ set had a code for ‘say hello goodbye, accompany to the door’ (ACTI126) which was not in the ‘Carn’ code. The Carn set had codes for ‘rest while awake’ (113) and ‘outdoor games and promenades’ (524) which were not in the ‘Acti’ set.
